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Pegs

If your child was with us before the summer holidays they may have a different peg with a new picture. As the year goes on many more children will be sharing a peg with a child from the other session so it is important to label all your child’s belongings with their name.
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Snack
Your child will receive milk and fruit every day. You may also provide a labelled water bottle for your child which they will have access to throughout the session.

Absence
Although nursery is not compulsory, please try to bring your child every day, unless they are ill. If your child is unwell and is going to be absent, we would appreciate it if you could call us. The number is 01642 285001, option 3. 
Wellies 
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Please can you provide a pair of wellies, labelled with your child’s name. There is a wellie trolley in the nursery entrance where there will be a labelled basket to store your child’s wellies. We would also appreciate a set of spare clothes which can be left in a labelled bag on their peg. 
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Home Loan Books
Sharing books with your child is an important part of their development. Not only is it thoroughly enjoyable, for you as well as your child, it helps develop important literacy skills. In the nursery entrance there is a box with books in that you may borrow to look at with your child.
                         Story Sacks
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We have a selection of new story sacks for you to take home and share with your child. The sacks each contain a story, non-fiction (information) book and props / puppets. The story sacks will be sent home every Monday and we ask that you return them on a Friday. As we only have 5 Story Sacks we will ensure that each child has a turn but we ask for your patience as we work our way through the class. Please can you ensure that the Story Sacks are taken care of and are returned in the manor that you received them. 
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Speaking and Listening Animals 
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Your child will be given the opportunity to take home one of our ‘Speaking and Listening’ soft toys. Each day of the week has a dedicated animal. – Monday Moose, Tuesday Tiger, Wednesday Whale, Thursday Turtle and Friday Fox. Your child is able to take the animal home for the evening and return it the following day. They will receive a hot chocolate sachet and pack of biscuits to share with their ‘soft toy’ and we ask that you spend this time reading your child a bedtime story, which they can share with the class the following day. We will carry out a circle time during nursery to talk about what the animal did last night and the story that they listened too. The children will be encouraged to ask and answer questions. 
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Home Learning Journeys
As you may know, your child has a Learning Journey at nursery which tracks their development through the Early Years. Each child will have a Home Learning Journey that will be kept in their box file. We encourage you to contribute to this, so please bring a photo in of something your child has achieved at home such as riding a bike for the first time, or a day out you have had. Tickets etc. from places you have visited can also be stuck in. We would appreciate it if you could work together with your child during the school holidays to record what you have been up to. It would be lovely to see any photographs, leaflets, postcards, drawings etc in this book. We will use this book as a talking point with your child.
Phonics Picnic 
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Each week in nursery, we learn a new sound in our phonics lessons. Every Friday we have a Phonics Picnic based on the sounds we have been learning that week. The children thoroughly enjoy the picnic and it is a fun way to reinforce and recap the sounds by discussing the initial letter that each item of food begins with. The children often help to prepare the picnic sharing the items out fairly.

We also use this money to buy resources to enrich planned activities and areas of learning.
